Getting Their Certificate of
Health Examination

The Certificate of Child Health Examination is a required form for students entering
or transferring to lllinois schools and at the below critical grade levels. It is not the
same as a Sports Physical form, and must be signed by a physician (MD or DO),
physician assistant (PA), or nurse practitioner (APRN). Full, printed vaccine records
may be turned in with the Certificate of Child Health Examination.
